U SPORTS? David Paglia, our captain last season, is at Laurier. Lachlan Wells, a Spirit forward from 2023-25 is playing for TMU.

Four Spirit players have been called up to OHL teams during the 2025-26 season: Lucas Demiglio (Brampton), Nathan McKee (Sudbury), Ben Radley (Peterborough/Sudbury) and Elijah Chavez (Peterborough).

As an elite hockey player, you will likely receive many opportunities to skate with different Junior teams this spring in preparation for next season.  We like to pride ourselves on using our development camp to identify players to participate in our main camp, and in being loyal to those players.  Last spring, eight of this season’s rookies participated in our rookie camp and all-star game.  In addition to those players who made our team, our 2025-26 AP list consists mostly of players who first impressed us at our rookie camp in May of 2025. They have been invited to practices and worked with our scouting staff, or were part of our development program last summer and during the 2025-26 season.  In turn, we follow their development, provide feedback and information, culminating in an opportunity to AP and practise and play in an affiliated player capacity.

A track record for success
Kaden Pitre, a Spirit AP in 2021-22 – is now playing for the Flint Firebirds of the OHL, and was selected in the 2024 NHL Draft by the Tampa Bay Lightning.  Alliston’s Tyson Foerster, a Spirit AP in 2017-18, went on to play two seasons with the OHL’s Barrie Colts before being a first-round selection of the Philadelphia Flyers in the 2020 NHL draft. He is now a regular with the Flyers. Ian Lemieux began his Jr. career as an AP with Stouffville, before moving on to the OHL with Barrie and Kingston. It was the same for Ashton Reesor (Sarnia/ Guelph) and Charlie Da Fonseca (Drummondville) before graduating to teams in the Canadian Hockey League.  Lemieux, Reesor and Da Fonseca all AP'd with the Spirit before playing full time in Stouffville.  2021-22 saw Michael Carcone’s NHL debut for Arizona (now Utah). Eight Spirit grads have now played in the NHL, while several have been NHL draft picks.  Drake Caggiula, now playing professionally in Europe, is second only to Toronto Maple Leaf Chris Tanev as the former Spirit player with the most NHL games played. Drake led the Spirit to the 2012 OJHL championship and was named playoff MVP by the league – in only his second season.  In 2016-2017, as a 16-year-old, Hunter Jones played 16 games during his season with the Spirit and represented Stouffville at the World Under 17 Hockey Challenge.  Hunter  is in the mix of goaltending prospects within the Montreal Canadiens organization.

Luca Romano, selected by the New York Islanders in the third round of the 2025 NHL draft, played for Stouffville as an AP during the 2022-23 season.  Luca has played the last 2 seasons with the Kitchener Rangers of the Ontario Hockey League. 

Cameron Martin and Nathan Windle, were Spirit AP’s during the 2023-24 season, playing U18 AAA and Jr. C, respectively,  and are now in their second season playing full-time for the Spirit.
